SACRAMENT  St. Jude Parish and Fr. Jones are offering the 
opportunity to go on a day trip (pilgrimage) to the Shrine of the 
Most Blessed Sacrament in Hanceville, AL.  This mini pilgrim-
age will take us to one of the most beautiful places in the United 
States—the monastery and grounds of the Poor Clare nuns just 
north of Birmingham.
